“…, and all their hindquarters were toward the center.”

Well, now that I have your attention, you may be asking: “what in the world does that mean, and where in the world did you get such a quote??”  Well, funny enough, from the Bible.  In my yearly reading through the Bible plan, I came across this verse in 1 Kings 7:25b.  What a fascinating detail to include in the Bible.  It comes as part of the description of the furnishings of the temple that King Solomon built in Jerusalem.  The temple furnishings included a large “sea”.  This was a large metal reservoir that held water for washing.  The large reservoir was held up by 12 metal oxen.  Three were facing north, three facing west, three facing south, and three facing east.  The last detail with regard to the oxen was that “their hindquarters were toward the center.”  Okay, so what??  Well, God did not just put information in the Bible for fun or to confuse us.  No, every detail is to be examined for meaning, purpose, and principle.  So what principle can we glean from this passage?  Well, to me it speaks of God’s holiness.  In the Jewish mind, the rear or hindquarters of an animal was unsavory.  It is to me also, but to the Jew, it was unthinkable to even eat meat from this zone of an animal.  The “kosher” laws that developed in the Jewish world show this to be true.  There is a popular hotdog commercial for Hebrew National hotdogs, or franks as they call them, that displays a diagram of the kosher parts of a cow.  Basically, split the cow in 
two, just behind the ribs, and everything toward the head is good or kosher, everything toward the tail is bad.  On their website they say that the term “kosher” means “fit to eat”.  According to Jewish dietary laws, they do not eat certain items, as taught in the OT, or certain parts of animals, as they seek to honor God in their diet.   So, in giving this seemingly minute detail in Scripture, perhaps God was reminding us of His holiness.  His holiness is that quality that speaks of His being set-apart and separate from everything in essence and quality.  He is without sin, and therefore holy.  He is not able to sin and therefore remains holy.  He expects us to strive toward holiness, in His power.  It is to be one of our chief spiritual aspirations in life.  We will not attain it perfectly in this life, but we are to strive for it.  We are to live “set-apart” lives.  Yes, we are in the world, but we are not to be “of the world”.  Others should see a qualitative and quantitative difference in our lives as seen in our choices of entertainment, beverages, ways to spend money, service to others, language, use of free time, etc.  We are free in Christ, but not free to sin.  We are free from the power of sin in our lives, as we stick close to Jesus and use the power of the Holy Spirit to avoid sin.  Our methods of solving problems in our relationships, on the job, and in our community should be different and holy also.  Man has a way to do things, but the way of a Christian is to be different from the worlds‘ ways, set-apart, holy.  The church is to do things in a way that sets them apart from the world.  Lord, show me the areas of my life that remain unholy.  Father, show us the areas of our church family and relationships that remain unholy.  Amen!  And remember, no detail is without meaning in God’s word.
