CTCA COMMUNICATION CORNER



Psalm 86:11 (NASB) – “Teach me your way, O LORD, I will walk in Your truth”


I hope everyone had an enjoyable Thanksgiving.  At Christ the Cornerstone Academy, we had a wonderful Thanksgiving celebration, not because of the food, but it was a great time to praise the Lord.  Our students shared scripture and sang about being grateful for how the Lord has provided throughout the year.   What a great time of worship!

During the Thanksgiving holiday, I have been able to think about the scripture that was shared during the celebration and reflect on the upcoming Christmas season.   Just as we decorate our houses in preparation for Christmas, we must also prepare ourselves and our families to celebrate the birth of Christ.  

As I am preparing my lessons and chapel lessons for the month of December, it is my goal to focus on four areas related to the coming of Christ.  I want to share these points along with a few examples to assist you with focusing your hearts on the birth of Christ.  

1.  The Hope:  Old Testament Prophecy of the Coming Messiah

· He was the "seed of a woman" -- prophecy: Genesis 3:15 and fulfilled: Galatians 4:4. 

· He was a descendent of Abraham -- prophecy: Genesis 12:3 and fulfilled Matthew 1:1. 

· He was from the tribe of Judah – prophecy: Genesis 49:10 and fulfilled: Luke 3:33. 

· He was the heir to the throne of David – prophecy: Isaiah 9:7 and fulfilled Luke 1:32-33. 

· His birth place in Bethlehem – prophecy: Micah 5:2 and fulfilled: John 1:2, Luke 2:4-5, 7.

· Born of a virgin – prophecy: Isaiah 7:14 and fulfilled: Luke 1:26-27, 30-31.

2.  The Light:  Jesus is the Light in a World of Darkness

· "This is the verdict: Light has come into the world, but men loved darkness instead of light because their deeds were evil. Everyone who does evil hates the light, and will not come into the light for fear that his deeds will be exposed. But whoever lives by the truth comes into the light, so that it may be seen plainly that what he has done has been done through God." (John 3:19-21, NIV)
· Jesus answered, "I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me.” (John 14:6, NIV)
3.  The Joy:  Jesus Christ is the Joy of the World

· When he came near the place where the road goes down the Mount of Olives, the whole crowd of disciples began joyfully to praise God in loud voices for all the miracles they had seen:  "Blessed is the king who comes in the name of the Lord!" "Peace in heaven and glory in the highest!"  (Luke 19:37-38, NIV)

· At that time Jesus, full of joy through the Holy Spirit, said, "I praise you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because you have hidden these things from the wise and learned, and revealed them to little children. Yes, Father, for this was your good pleasure. (Luke 10:21, NIV)

4.  The Peace:  Jesus is the Prince of Peace

· Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God.  And the peace of God, which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.  (Philippians 4:6-7, NIV)
· Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, (Romans 5:1, NIV)

At CTCA, we will also be emphasizing that as we prepare ourselves by the renewing of our mind with God’s Word, we should also be preparing our hearts through repentance.  

"Therefore, O house of Israel, I will judge you, each one according to his ways, declares the Sovereign LORD. Repent! Turn away from all your offenses; then sin will not be your downfall.  Rid yourselves of all the offenses you have committed, and get a new heart and a new spirit. Why will you die, O house of Israel?  For I take no pleasure in the death of anyone, declares the Sovereign LORD. Repent and live!”  (Ezekiel 18:30-32)

I hope that this focus will assist you, the CTCA students, and me for the celebration of the birth of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.
