CTCA COMMUNICATION CORNER
Psalm 86:11 (NASB) – “Teach me your way, O LORD, I will walk in Your truth”

After reflecting on Sunday’s Church-wide Sunday School, two points seem to prevail - the definition of discipleship and the amount of scripture students are memorizing at CTCA.  I started to reflect on the amount of scripture I memorized in the last year, month, week; and I am truly embarrassed when I compare it to these young people.   How can I be a disciple for Christ if I am not equipped properly?

I quickly became challenged and convicted by the CTCA students’ eagerness and ability to memorize God’s word.  The middle and high school students have scripture to memorize each week.  Sometimes it is a verse and other times several verses.   Mrs. Hatchell’s second thru fifth grade Bible students will memorize 56 verses by the end of the year and her first grader will memorize 31 verses.  It came to mind that many of these elementary students are also a part of AWANA and memorize scripture weekly to progress through their AWANA book.  WOW!  These young students have really started to equip themselves to deal with spiritual battles, witnessing, or trials in their own lives through God’s word.  They also, have the opportunity to learn how these scriptures relate to their academic subjects and learn how to apply it in their daily lives.  
As I teach the students, being a disciple requires us to live by the word in order to be an effective witness to others and we are reminded of the verse - “I have hidden your word in my heart that I might not sin against you” (Psalm 119:11 NIV).   In order to put to practice what I teach and to follow God’s word I have decided to increase the amount of scripture I memorize.   This will encourage my spiritual growth and strengthen my witness to others, including my students.  I want to extend this challenge of weekly scripture memorization to our Stewartsville family.  The students of CTCA have definitely inspired me and I hope that we can follow their lead and make the memorization of scripture a part of our daily focus on Christ.  

I want to take this opportunity to thank you for giving the CTCA staff an opportunity to update you on our purpose and the academic expectations within our classes.  Please continue to pray for our students, parents, and staff as we continue to grow academically, but more importantly spiritually.
