Remember Your First Call

Many of us remember her as Shirley Temple.  She thrilled children and adults alike with her glowing smile, fast feet, big ole eyes, and curly hair.  She tap-danced her way into the heart of many Americans.  Just the mention of her name can bring back a flood of childhood memories, for those who are old enough to remember her.  But her tap-dancing is not what I remember her for.  No, I think her most marvelous accomplishment was as a little know or publicized Ambassador for the U.S.  In fact her adult public service career spanned several presidents.  Temple was appointed Representative to the 24th General Assembly of the United Nations by President Richard M. Nixon (September - December 1969), and was appointed United States Ambassador to Ghana (December 6, 1974 – July 13, 1976) by President Gerald R. Ford. She was appointed first female Chief of Protocol of the United States (July 1, 1976 – January 21, 1977), and was in charge of arrangements for President Jimmy Carter's inauguration and inaugural ball. She was appointed by President George H. W. Bush as United States Ambassador to Czechoslovakia (August 23, 1989 – July 12, 1992).  (Info. From Wikipedia)  Wow, our little Shirley became an Ambassador.  Her films uplifted people’s hearts, but her later career uplifted people's lives.  

Well, did you know that if you are Christ-follower, that you are called to be an ambassador?  That is right, according to 2 Cor. 5:18-21, you and I are called to be Ambassadors of Reconciliation!!    “18 Now all these things are from God, who reconciled us to Himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation, 19 namely, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not counting their trespasses against them, and He has committed to us the word of reconciliation. 20 Therefore, we are 
ambassadors for Christ, as though God were making an appeal through us; we beg you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God. 21 He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, so that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.”

Now while it is important to help people to be reconciled to one another, there is another more important ministry of reconciliation.  This one counts for eternity.  It is really our first call of obedience and remains our clarion call until death.  We are all automatically promoted to an ambassadorship in the Kingdom of God.  We are commanded and encouraged by our forgiveness, to reach out to a lost and dying world to help them to be reconciled to Christ.  We are to share the love of Jesus with them, call them to repentance from sin, and then help them to be discipled as Christ-followers.  What an overwhelming responsibility.  Kind of puts other things in perspective.  We can spend our lives tap-dancing, or we can spend our lives on something eternal, namely helping lost sinners to be reconciled to a Gracious, Loving King, King Jesus.  Are you enjoying your ambassadorship??  Are you busy seeing that people have a chance to be reconciled to their maker?  Or are you and I spending our lives, our energies, our prayers, our words, on lesser things?  Tap-dancing whilst people go to hell!

Paul reminded Timothy in 1 Timothy 2:3-6 (also read the entire section 2:1-10) “3 This is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Savior, 4 who desires all men to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth. 5 For there is one God, and one mediator also between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, 6 who gave Himself as a ransom for all, the testimony given at the proper time.”

May God give us the love for Him and the gratitude for our forgiveness that will motivate us to show up daily to our posts as Ambassadors for Christ.

When the church prayed and planned on a school, they opened the door for God to minister to a generation of young people who can change the world. Project INASMUCH

What an exciting time we’ve had during June!  We did our last week of the school year on June 8 with 466 bags filled and delivered to the schools.  

We received from four of the schools, names of 25 families the Social Workers felt would need help with Food for their children during the summer months.  The number of children represented by these families was 62.  We were unable to locate three of the families, so we are taking care of 57 children and 22 families.

The first week, June 17, we took a large box of food to each family, a box that included canned meat, milk, peas, corn and green beans, spaghetti sauce and noodles, peanut butter and jelly, rice, grits, flour, cereal, sugar, toilet tissue, napkins and dish and laundry detergents.  These boxes made 22 families very happy, and the “Jesus Loves Me” bags are snatched up and opened very quickly.


On June 24 we made a regular delivery of snack bags to the 57 children.


On July 1, along with the snack bags, each family will be given a smaller box with canned meat, milk, peas, corn, green beans, mac and cheese, rice and grits and a bag of extra apples (when the children receive their bags, they grab the apple and start eating away).  We are aware these families have little meats to eat for the canned meat was the first to go from the big boxes.  The 15th of July and 12th of August we will be delivering another big box to the families.  Of course each week the 57 children will get their snack bags.

The volunteers from our church, East Laurinburg Church of God and Hillside Freewill Baptist continue to help us each Thursday.


After we finished the bags on the 24th, we all gathered in the Sanctuary for special prayer for Haywood’s son, Brian, who is so ill at Baptist Hospital in Winston-Salem. Please pray for him.
