REVIVAL IS ON THE WAY!


Well, in a spiritual sense, that is the need of the day, but is a work of God and therefore cannot be specifically pinpointed as to a time when it will happen.  However, we can do our part by preparing our hearts for God to be able to work in a “reviving” way in our midst.  The spiritual revival of His people is His heart and is desperately needed in our day if the church is ever going to be useful for the Kingdom in these days.  The Lord spoke the prophet Isaiah with regard to His desire to revive His people.  This statement of God to Israel, and to us today, is recorded in Isaiah 57:15 - “For thus says the high and exalted One Who lives forever, whose name is Holy, 'I dwell on a high and holy place, and also with the contrite and lowly of spirit In order to REVIVE the spirit of the lowly and to REVIVE the heart of the contrite.'” God is willing to revive the heart of those who are broken over their sin, or contrite.  In fact, He longs to do so.  So then, how is revival on the way??


Well, in January of 2011, we have the blessing of hosting a Life Action Revival Summit.  We will host the Summit from January 9-19, that is right, 11 days of revival meetings.  The team from Life Action Ministries, the parent ministry of Nancy Leigh DeMoss (sorry ladies, she will not be here personally), will be leading all aspects of Sunday School, Youth, Worship, Sound, etc.  They will take care of all aspects of the services so that all of staff and faith-family members can take part and not be distracted.  Incredibly gifted speakers, singers/musicians, and teachers, will lead our times together. We will need a few people to help with nursery, but other than that, we will all be free to allow God to work in our lives during this upcoming meeting.  
So what is required of you?  

Well, you and I will find out more at our upcoming Revival Pre-Summit , Nov. 14.  One of the Life Action team members will be here on that Sunday and we will hear more about God's heart for revival and how to prepare our hearts and faith-family for our time in January.  There will be lots of preparations, especially preparation of the heart.  


So what can you do to get ready??  Well, start by clearing your calendar for Sunday, Nov. 14th, and more importantly, for January 9-19, 2011.  No distractions!  Seek God first in these days and He will make up the difference in other areas of your life.  Next, begin to pray for yourself, and, if appropriate, for your family.  Then begin to pray for your church family.  Revival begins with individuals and spreads across church families.  And then, if God wills, it spreads into the community in the form of an “awakening”.  Lost people are drawn to the Lord as His people repent of their sins and start living Christ-centered lives.  Newly revived Christ-followers become bold in sharing their faith and in serving others in the name of Jesus.  Perhaps some will take the step of fasting during the weeks leading up to the Summit – one day a week, one meal per day, or a more intensive fast as the Lord leads.  


I believe with all my heart that God has prepared this as the next step in what He desires to do in our midst at Stewartsville.  Start preparing your heart right now.  Start praying right now.  Start getting excited, expectantly looking for what God will do in your life and in the life of our faith-family at Stewartsville.  Start looking up “revival” passages in the Bible, such as Psalms 71:20; 80:18; 85:6; 119:25, 37, 40, 88, 107.


REVIVAL IS ON THE WAY, OR SO WE PRAY!!  Meanwhile, I am excited about what God is doing in our midst in these days.  We have not yet seen His best work.
