FAITHFUL MEN AND WOMEN NEEDED!

Dear Church Family,


I have been praying over writing a letter such as this for several months.  It is difficult to write it because the print medium does not allow people to fully hear our heart.  God is doing so many good things among our fellowship.  He is bringing the lost to Himself.  He is bringing new members into our family.  He has allowed us to impact several areas of the world through missions.  He is blessing by trusting us with the start of a new discipleship ministry, CTCA. He has brought us a great new staff member and his precious wife to serve among us.  He, God, is up to good things here.  Unfortunately, in many cases, we are letting Him down.  Primarily in the area of faithfulness. 
1 Corinthians 4:2 says:  “In this case, moreover, it is required of stewards that one be found trustworthy (or faithful).”  Faithful or trustworthy means that one is “true, just, observant of and steadfast to one’s trust, word or promises.”  (Lexical aids to the NT).    Paul was writing to let people know that he had been a faithful steward of the “mysteries of the God.”  He had faced many difficulties, yet, he remained faithful to the task of spreading the Gospel across the world.  How are we doing?  Well, there are many who are very faithful in their service, but, unfortunately, there are many more that are woefully unfaithful.  On any given Sunday morning, people fail to show up for their nursery ministry time.  Others fail to show up to teach their Sunday school class, often leaving leaders to scramble to find somewhere to move the kids that are left without a teacher.  Our precious AWANA leaders are faced weekly with the knowledge that a few workers are just going to skip out without even so much as a phone call.  We should have two teachers in every class for safety and so that the kids can be properly ministered to.  We often end up with classes without a single teacher.  No notice.  No phone call.  

Sunday after Sunday to find faithful servants who will be on 
time, and are excited about the opportunity to minister to some sweet little ones.  Our boys were only able to have RA’s every other week last year because of a lack of leaders.  PTL for the leaders who were willing to be at their post when they did not have to work, but the boys need men to step up and lead them each week.  Some of our faithful Sunday school teachers wait in their classes each week wondering which parents will be faithful to bring their kids to class.  Leaders across all ministries get “burned out”, not by the ministry aspects of the position, but by the constant battle of having to replace unfaithful workers at the last minute.  

Praise God that He is faithful.  In fact, one of His titles is “Faithful and True” (Rev. 19:11).  He is our model!  He is our guide!  He is watching and He is looking for faithful servants.  Our babies deserve our faithfulness.  Our kids deserve our faithful service.  Our adults deserve our faithfulness.  What is the solution?  Either find faithful servants or discontinue some ministries. It has always been my belief that if God wants us to have a ministry, He will touch hearts to serve.  Either He is not touching hearts, and therefore does not want some ministries to continue, or He is touching hearts and people are being disobedient.  Men, He really needs you to step up and serve.  Women, He really needs for you to be faithful.  Kids, He really needs for you all to pray for the grownups, that we would be found faithful.  And kids, please forgive us for not valuing you enough to be faithful to minister to you.  We have been given so much at Stewartsville.  We have been entrusted with assisting parents in the spiritual formation of their children.  We have been entrusted with the discipling of many adults who are new to the faith.  We are not being faithful to these tasks.  God is not pleased.  
NOTE:  If you are one of the faithful ones, and there are many, THANK YOU!  If you have been less than faithful, please repent and recommit yourself to joyfully serving your King and His people.  Pray diligently about where God would have you to serve and to use your gifts.  Why not call a member of the nominating committee and volunteer instead of waiting for them to call.  Then dig in and serve,
