Overwhelmed by His JOY!!

It defies explanation.  My situation is not different.  My pain is not gone.  Sleep still often escapes me. Yet I am full of His Joy!  He has renewed a right spirit within me, by His grace.  I have a renewed sense of hope in the future in all areas of my life.  I have a love for others, especially all of my church family that is inexplicable.  It is a gracious gift from Him.  A very undeserved gift, yet it exists in my heart.  He has been true to His word, again! Psalm 13:5-6 states:  “5 But I have trusted in Your loving kindness ; My heart shall rejoice in Your salvation. 6 I will sing to the LORD, Because He has dealt bountifully with me.”  

What has changed?  Well, I have recommitted to read through the Bible in a year and I am loving it.  Learning so many new things.  I have read through it many times before, but each time is new.  His word is always fresh.  I have committed myself to an extended fast, that started on January 1st and continues indefinitely. Not a strict water only fast, but a “Daniel” type of fast from the OT (primarily raw veggies and water, not legalistically, but predominantly, with occasional breaks as ministry dictates).    I needed to do this for my physical health as my body continues to battle some sort of ailment that is wreaking havoc on many of my systems.  In the midst of it, God has sustained me, but I needed to have a time of 

physical and spiritual cleansing.  I have also asked for Him to “search me and know me 
and to reveal any unclean thing in me”, that is, for Him to reveal sin in my life and to prompt my heart to turn from that sin and to seek forgiveness.

What have the results been?  Clarity of vision from God.  Closeness to God.  Frequent smiles from just pondering the goodness of God.  An incredible sense of joy amidst difficult circumstances.  A renewed passion and power for preaching His word.  An overwhelming love for the people who I have the privilege of serving.   It is a God thing.  Should it be a surprise?  No.  He has repeatedly taught us to focus on Him first and promised that if we would, He would step in and renew the joy of our Salvation and take care of the details of life.  

I am so overwhelmed by the sense that God is up to something great amidst our fellowship.  He desires revival, REAL REVIVAL, individually and corporately.  He is raining drops of this in our services and in the lives of individuals as they forsake pride and the past and open themselves to His gracious correction and forgiveness.  It is His heart that the Christ-followers at Stewartsville draw close to Him and experience personal revival.  It takes the abandonment of self and sin.  It is a giving up of opinion and right.  It is a forsaking of evil and a pursuit of righteousness.  It begins in His word, on our knees, in reconciliation of damaged relationships.  It rewards us with JOY, JOY, JOY!!!   It is His sure reward for those who are broken before Him.  It takes studying His word, believing His word, and living it out daily.  Such freedom in Christ!!  Such peace!  “He has indeed dealt bountifully with me, therefore I will sing!!

CTCA COMMUNICATION CORNER
Psalm 86:11 (NASB) – “Teach me your way, O LORD, I will walk in Your truth”
