CTCA COMMUNICATION CORNER
Psalm 86:11 (NASB) – “Teach me your way, O LORD, I will walk in Your truth”

February is such a short month; it feels like I just wrote to you.  This last month we had Valentine’s Day celebrations, some Elementary field trips, and many other exciting activities. 

We want to thank the different people who provided Valentine goodies for all the students and staff.  It is great to have the church being an active part in our school.  After all, Kingdom Education is a joint effort of church, school and homes.  

Proverbs 1:7 speak to the wisdom we have by fearing God, and the fool despises or thinks little of this wisdom.  In the students of sages and mentors in the Biblical wisdom literature were often termed “fools,” or “simple ones.”  The term addresses an attitude, bent of mind, or direction of life that needs correcting.  The term was not necessarily a negative one.

A simple fool (peti in the Hebrew) was a person who made mistakes, but quickly sought to correct them.  A hardened fool, (kesil and ewil) never learns from the mistakes and refuses to listen to correction.  The third level of fool is the mocking fool (letz).  This is someone who is cynical and has no regard for the wisdom of God.  The final level is the God-denying fool (nabal).  This is the person who says there is no God at all.

At CTCA, you can say we work with fools.  We are seeking to work with the peti’s, helping them to learn how to live in a God-denying world.  I seek to hear and learn from God, and we seek to help our young people learn to discern the voice of God in their lives.  Pray for us as we work to build a biblical worldview in the students God has entrusted to us.

We are in the process of enrolling students for the coming school year.  We are planning on Kindergarten through 9th grade for the 2010 – 2011 school year.  We have limited space, so I encourage anyone thinking of coming next year to move quickly.  Get the forms, fill them out, and submit them to the school.
