T. T. E. O. T. E.

The celebration festivities are gearing up for Christmas.  What a great time of year!  What do you have planned for this Christmas season?  Are you planning to be other-centered this Christmas? Attainable?  Yes!  We raised over $28,000 last year and I believe that we can do better, if we believe God and give cheerfully and sacrificially.  We have an opportunity to be part of sending missionaries, some of the most “other-centered” people, to the ends of the earth to share the Good News about Jesus.  What a blessing.  What an opportunity.  

I am also challenging the church to pray about taking an even greater step of faith and setting our sights on long-term goal, that I am calling the “T. T. E. O. T. E. Goal”.  The T. T. E. O. T. E. Goal is $40,931.64.  Where does that strange figure come from?  Well, the International Mission Board has determined that it takes $40,931.64 to keep one missionary family on the field for a year.  That includes their salary, medical costs, transportation, housing, etc.  It would be such a blessing if our church family could raise enough to fully support one missionary family.  Imagine, for instance, giving enough to be able to fully support Mac, Sarah, and the kids for one year.  That would be awesome.  Can we do it this year?  Only the Lord knows for sure, but I want us to pray and then to give.  Our  LMCO Goal of $30,000 is ambitious, but I believe that we can reach it.  Our T. T. E. O. T. E. Goal is even more challenging, but I believe that we will get there very soon, if not this year.

CTCA COMMUNICATION CORNER
Psalm 86:11 (NASB) – “Teach me your way, O LORD, I will walk in Your truth”

We have just completed our 1st Quarter!  God has been blessing CTCA in many ways.  In addition, He has allowed us to bless in many ways.  The elementary grade students have been helping out each week with Mrs. Virginia and the Project In As Much ministry packing the bags for students who have needs.  The Middle School students have helped with setting up the materials for the packing of Project In As Much.  Each week the students are challenged to live out their faith – not just talk about it.

On October 19, the school joined with the Homeschoolers and went to the Riverbanks Zoo in South Carolina.  It was a great learning experience for all of us who went.  Seeing the variety of God’s creation was a way to learn about what a wonderful world He has given us.  We give a great big shout of appreciation to Pastor Rick Boda for driving the bus for us.

Last month, I gave some statistics from Christian Counseling Today, from an article titled The Crisis of Belief: what teens believe.  In this article, it was reaffirming that 80% believed that God created the universe, and 84% believe that God is personally involved in a person’s life.  However, 63% believe that Muslims, Christians, Buddhists, etc., all pray to the same God – just different names.  While 87% believe that Jesus was real and that He was virgin born, nearly half believe that He committed sins and did not rise from the dead.  48% of these teens do not believe it matters what religious faith you associate with to gain the truth about salvation, and 58% believe that all religious faiths are equally valid and true.  70% of the teens questioned were active in a church youth group, and 82% claimed to be Christian.  “Youth today are not completely rejecting Christianity – they have simply been influenced to redefine it according to their cultural setting.”  (Vol. 16, No. 3 pg.21)

That is why it is important to have a Kingdom education view.  The combining of home, church and school is far more effective in creating a biblical worldview than any one of these alone.  Families, churches and especially the school your child attends are vital for their spiritual growth.  Stewartsville, because you care for the future of our youth you are taking a very active part in bringing up a generation of youth who will think in a biblical pattern.

Continue to hold us in your prayers.  Lift the students, teachers and staff, and the families that God has given us the privilege to minister too before the Father on a daily basis.  As we pray and work, God will continue to do some amazing things.

ANGEL FOOD MINISTRY

We just ended a year of providing this service to our church members and the community.  During this year, 561 people ordered 1,010 boxes and members of our church, together with some of the Sunday School classes, provided 64 free boxes for those who were facing a tough time.  Next month, orders will be taken on November 4 and 5 and food boxes will be delivered on November 14.
Project INASMUCH
We are filling and delivering 471 snack bags to thirteen schools here in our county.  The items we are using to feed these needy children are: an apple, pudding cup, fruit snacks, peanut butter and cheese crackers, Slim Jim beef stick, box of raisins and a sweet cake.  We hope to find a vendor that will be able to supply most of these items so we will not have to make so many trips to Sam’s.  We open the boxes and packages on Wednesday before and after Prayer Meeting, then fill and deliver the bags on Thursday morning beginning at 8:00am.  This is an exciting, busy time when we put all these items in a bag marked “JESUS LOVES ME”, pray over them and send them on their way.  Delivering them to the schools gives us a way to witness for our Lord that we love these children.
