Early in the morning as the day begins to awaken with birds singing and the sun rising, my mind begins to wander.  Perhaps yours does as well.  What will happen today?  Will my job be in jeopardy?  Will that job offer come through? How will the bills get paid? Is the car going to break down again? What about my kids? Health problems? Relationship problems? Will there be some tragedy today? Psalm 86:11 (NASB) – “Teach me your way, O LORD, I will walk in Your truth”


 Wow!  The time has passed by so quickly, yet we have been in session for almost five weeks.  We have had a great time studying and learning about math, science, English, social studies, and most importantly more about God.  As I walk the halls and see the bright, shining face of each student, I quickly feel the great honor and responsibility that parents have entrusted to Christ the Cornerstone Academy’s staff to educate their children both academically and biblically. As I ponder these past weeks, I am reminded of the theme verses that the Lord led our staff to at the beginning of school year.  

So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live in him,

rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were taught, and overflowing with thankfulness. Col 2:6-7 NIV 

I have listened to teachers speaking to students about what it means to have a relationship with Jesus and how to become his “best friend”.  This is an essential step in their education and it is such a blessing to hear how Jesus is spoken of in each class.  We must ensure that students pursue knowing Jesus and accepting him as Savior.
