I have a GPS that is so helpful to me. For the Christian, we also have a couple of helps that are much better than my GPS, or even more sophisticated models.  Christians have the Person of the Holy Spirit to guide and direct us.  In John 14:6a, Jesus tells us that though He was leaving the Earth that He would not leave His children alone.  He said that the Father would send the Holy Spirit.  “But the Helper, The Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things.” He is able to guide us through promptings, through the wise advice of trustworthy believers, and through the Word.  The other help is the Word itself.  The Lord very specifically gives us guidance in all areas of life. 2:10, the Bible declares:  “For we are His workmanship, created in 
Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them.”  We all 


have a tendency to get off-track when we are idle.  The familiar saying that “an idle mind is the devil's playground” is not far from the truth.  The idle life, especially of a Christian, can allow us to get off track.  God's plan for us is to be about doing “good deeds”.  Serving others gets our minds off our own problems and shakes the cobwebs out of our minds and spirits.

CTCA COMMUNICATION CORNER
Psalm 86:11 (NASB) – “Teach me your way, O LORD, I will walk in Your truth”

Here we are half way through the first quarter of the school year.  The faculty is excited, the students are excited, and God is working in great ways in our midst.

The elementary grade students have been helping out each week with Mrs. Virginia and the In As Much ministry packing the bags for students who have needs.  The middle school students have helped with the folding of the Operation Christmas Child shoeboxes.  Each week the students are challenged to live out their faith – not just talk about it.

In Christian Counseling Today, an article titled The Crisis of Belief: What Teens Believe, the author gives some important statistics on why beliefs matter.  He states that according to studies, young people who lack a basic biblical belief system (a biblical worldview) are:

· 36% more likely to lie to a friend;

· 48% more likely to cheat on an exam;

· 200% more likely to steal;

· 200% more likely to physically hurt someone;

· 300% more likely to use illegal drugs; and 

· 600% more likely to attempt suicide.  (Vol. 16, No. 3, pg. 19)

That is why it is important to have a Kingdom education view.  The combining of home, church and school is far more effective in creating a biblical worldview than any one of these alone.  In future articles, I will share more on these findings.
 The school is a blessing that God has given unto SBC.  The ability of this church in these times to provide discipleship ministry to these young people is one that comes from God.  The Bible makes it clear that God cares for children (Mark 9:37; 10:14-16; Eph. 6:4 and others).  I believe that churches and Christians as individuals who care for children share the heart of God.  God will bless those who seek to follow His heart.  SBC is following God’s heart by ministering to the many children (both at SBC and CTCA).

Continue to hold us in your prayers.  Lift the students, teachers and staff, and the families that God has given us the privilege to minister too before the Father on a daily basis.  As we pray and work, God will do some amazing things.
